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The meeting was called to order by Rev. Jerry Starling, Moderator.  Rev. Starling presented a 

devotion using Ephesians 6:18. He shared how important prayer is to individuals and to the Cal-

houn Baptist Association.  He then offered prayer and welcomed all the representatives. 

 

Laura Hughes, CBA Clerk, presented the minutes for the Annual Meeting and the March Called 

Executive Meeting. These were unanimously approved as written. 

 

A motion was made and seconded and carried unanimously to elect Mae Burrows as the new 

associational treasurer. 

 

Dr. Nichols introduced the new members to the Executive Council. He gave his appreciation for 

Mae Burrows and her service to the CBA.  

 

The Treasurerôs Report was presented by Mae Burrows, Treasurer. The report was approved as 

written by unanimous vote.  

 

Jim Davis gave his report from the Baptist Service Centers (BSC). He said the key of operation 

is sharing the gospel. He is looking for retired pastors to work in the centers to present the gos-

pel. He also commented on two public encounters with people that shared how the ministries of 

the Jail Chaplaincy Ministry and BSC have blessed them.  

 

Richard Green shared about the Jail Chaplaincy Ministry at the Calhoun County Jail. He re-

quested prayer for the staff at the jail and Sheriff Larry Amerson. The jail population is always 

around 450-500. He noted that most of the inmates need a minimum of six months before the 

Lord settles them down to receive biblical instruction. His ministry includes giving death no-

tices, escorting visitors, counseling with inmates and officers, and giving care items. Through 

these services many are being saved. Volunteers that come on Thursdays are making a differ-

ence and do not get enough credit. He expressed his appreciation to the churches that support 

the Jail Chaplaincy Ministry.  

 

Jim Roberts, Prayer Coordinator for CBA, shared about the Prayer Ministry. He has helped a 

church begin a prayer ministry. He encouraged churches to identify their prayer coordinators 

and warriors to participate in a quarterly prayer time.  The Altarôd Prayer Conference had 30 

churches in attendance with 22 from our association.  He spoke concerning how the Advisory 

Team breaks into teams and prays before each meeting. He reminded everyone that May 5 is 

the National Day of Prayer.  

 

Ted Embry emphasized his written report. He works with troubled children in their reachable, 

teachable moments. When children come to the home, he is able to share the gospel. This has 

been spring break and the house parents have been keeping the children busy.

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ministry. Dr. Nichols requested that CBA pray for the new person to take his place. Paulôs wife,

Cary Hanks, Hispanic Ministry, shared about his ministry that is supported by nine associations. 

The Bible Institute graduated 17 in December 2010.  In January 2011, the institute started with 

33 students.  Ten of these students are from the Heflin Hispanic Church. Last Sunday, a Bible 

study was started at Oxford First Baptist Church. He shared other  highlights from his written 

report.   

 

John Thomas updated the members concerning the following areas of ministry. 

 

VACATION BIBLE SCHOOL (VBS): The Early Bird VBS and regular VBS training have 

been completed. There will be four sojourner missionaries and two more students that 

will help this summer in VBS. Dates are still needed for VBS at our CBA churches.                                 

WORLD CHANGERS: World Changers will be here July 18-23, 2011. There are 176 reg-

istered participants. Volunteers are needed to provide meals and water and assist in 

serving and cleaning at Greenbrier Road Baptist Church where they will be housed. A 

special opportunity is on Wednesday Night at Zinn Park. Bring your grills to prepare 

food, have carnival games for entertainment, or just walk among the crowd sharing Je-

sus.

Calhoun Baptist Service Centers have had another exciting year.  God has blessed in so many 

ways including two new volunteer teams supporting the Baptist Service Center South ministry.  

Sadly, two teams had to drop their support of the Baptist Service Center North ministry 

 

Northeast Alabama Charity Tracker Network continues to be an outstanding tool for coordinat-

ing with other assistance providers in our and adjacent communities.  The system was upgraded 

this past spring making it more user-friendly.  The network has expanded to 46 members.  If 

your church is not in the network, I encourage you to join.  It is an excellent tool for managing 

your benevolence ministry. 

 

Seventeen churches provided approximately 300 volunteers to operate our two centers from 

10:00 am to 2:00 pm each Monday, Tuesday, and Thursday. 

 

Nineteen churches provided financial support to the Baptist Service Center South this past year.  

The Center now has eight churches supporting volunteer teams:  Antioch Oxford, Calvary, 

Grace, Lakeview, Meadowbrook, Oxford First, Golden Springs (joined this year), and Parker 

Memorial (joined this year). 

 

Nineteen churches provided financial support to the Baptist Service Center North this past year.  

Nine churches provided volunteer teams, a loss of two churches since last yearôs report: Cross-

Roads, Gladeview/Oak Grove (work together), Hill Crest, Leatherwood, Mt. Zion, Saks First 

Baptist, United Fellowship, Weaver First, and Westwood. 

 

Churches within the Association continue to be the primary contributor of food to our centers.  

Other major sources of food have been local school food drives and the annual Postal Stamp 

Out Hunger Food Drive.  The State Board of Missions provided us with $10,000 from the 

World Hunger funds.  This money is used to pay food voucher costs and to purchase food when 

needed.   

 

Work is underway to convert a classroom trailer donated by Gladeview Baptist Church into a 

clothing thrift store facility.  The trailer is located next to the Baptist Service Center North 

building.  Proceeds from the store will be used to purchase food for the service centers.   

 

On September 15, 2011, we held the seventh annual Volunteer Recognition Luncheon.  The 

luncheon was hosted by Meadowbrook Baptist Church.  Some 190 volunteers and guests at-

tended.  The 2011 Servant Heart of the Year Awards were  given to Sharon Beabout, Glade-

view Baptist Church and Michelle Weeks, FBC Oxford.  The 2011 Coordinator of the Year 

Awards were given to Pat Webb, Hill Crest Baptist Church and Gail Cates, Antioch Oxford 

Baptist Church. David Wright, General Manager of the Food Outlet stores, was given a special 

award for his outstanding support of the Baptist Service Center Northôs food ministry.

2011 Annual Report 

September  2011 

 

2011 has been a good year in Hispanic work.  There have been many challenges including the 

tornados in April and the passage of an Arizona-style immigration law.  Many Hispanics, hav-

ing lost everything in the storm and/or threatened by the new law, decided to leave, yet most 

remain for now.  New Hispanics still trickle into the state. 

 

There are now 12 Hispanic Baptist congregations in Central Alabama.  The oldest was started 

almost 20 years ago.  The youngest congregation started last year with a Vacation Bible School 

and two Bible studies.  It moved into the WW Premier Tire Shop in Bessemer holding its first 

service Sunday, June 26th after 14 months of trials and tribulations.  Forty-five people attended, 

some of them new believers.  The facility was dedicated July 24th.  This work is sponsored by 

Bessemer Baptist Association, Hunter Street Baptist Church, and First Baptist Church Spring-

ville.  Sunday attendance is steady at 22 with an occasional high in the 40s.   

 

One of the twelve congregations moved to First Baptist Church Oxford this year.  Working in 

Oxford with the Iglesia Bíblica Barea of Heflin, First Baptist Church of Oxford and the Cal-

houn Baptist Association, several evangelistic events were accomplished in 2009- 2010, but 

conserving results proved to be difficult without a permanent presence in the city.  People re-

sponded to the gospel, but situations changed and they moved to other states or returned home.  

Iglesia Bíblica Barea moved to Oxford in April of his year to establish a new congregation in 

the city.  It meets in the facilities of First Baptist Church.   

 

La Iglesia, The Church at Brook Hills Hispanic congregation, moved to a new location in order 

to have worship services on Sunday mornings.  Morning worship was not possible on the Brook 

Hills campus because there was no space available.  Its first Sunday morning worship service 

was Easter April 24th on Hwy 41 just off Hwy 280.  Two new Bible studies in Chelsea and a 

prayer group in Columbiana have started as a result.  There have been several salvations, and 

the congregation is demonstrating a stronger commitment to serving. This is a collaborative ef-

fort of The Church of Brook Hills and the North Shelby Baptist Church.  Eduardo Torres, the 

pastor, is on staff with The Church at Brook Hills.  The property on Hwy 41 belongs to North 

Shelby Baptist Church.  Both churches also provide English as a Second Language (ESL).  The 

hope is to extend the ministry of La Iglesia further south to reach pockets of Hispanics in the 

surrounding area.    

 

The tornado on  April 27th severely damaged the building belonging to La Iglesia Jesús es el 

Camino in Alberta.  The church met in borrowed facilities while repairs were made.  Fortu-

nately with the help of volunteers and the churchôs insurance Jes¼s es el Camino is back in their 

building.   

 

New ministry was started in Centreville over the summer.    A new Bible study began and Eng-

lish classes started in June in the Bibb County Baptist Association office.  It meets on Sunday at 

4 pm.   Jim and Laura Collins, former missionaries to Mexico, are leading this new ministry.  

Raul Ramirez, a student from the Institute helped start the ministry doing evangelistic outreach. 
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 Central Alabama Hispanic Ministry  

 Over the years several churches and groups have done ministry in the 100 Oaks Mobile Home 

Park in Fultondale.  Mount Olive Baptist Church has provided ESL in the Park since 2008.  A 

Bible study in Spanish began in 2009.  In 2010, with the help of the Alabama Baptist State 

Board of Missions and the North Jefferson Baptist Association, the 100 Oaks Ministry Center 

was started.  In addition to ESL classes and a Thursday evening Bible study, the center offers 

citizenship classes, after school tutoring, a childrenôs art class, a Bible study on Thursday eve-

nings, and GED classes started in early March.  All ministries were suspended for a few weeks 

after April 27th to allow three families to live in the center after the devastation caused by the 

tornados.  On October 2nd a new Bible study in Spanish will be led by Domingo Sanchez, a stu-

dent from the Institute.  Byron Mosquera and the Hispanic congregation at Dawson Memorial 

are working with Domingo.  Two more Bible studies are scheduled to start in Tarrant and Pin-

son this fall.  Our goal is to establish a new Hispanic Baptist congregation in North Jefferson 

County in the next 5 years.  

 

Vacation Bible Schools were held throughout Central Alabama focused on reaching Hispanic 

children and their parents.  A three day Vacation Bible School was held July 25-27 in the Sports 

Park off Hwy 39 in Chelsea meeting from 2-3:30 pm each day.  A team made up of volunteers 

from First Baptist Church Pelham and The Church at Brook Hills led the event.  Another three 

day Vacation Bible School took place in Green Park South Mobile Home Park in Pelham July 

25-27 each morning from 10-12 am.  Volunteers from FBC Pelham, the Church at Brook Hills, 

and North Shelby Baptist led the Green Park South.  Last year the management did not let us in 

to do this.  The manager invited us in this year and took care of pre-registration herself.  These 

were part of the Shelby Baptist Associationôs Family on Missions.  

 

 Key to future growth in number of churches and disciples is leadership development.  In Janu-

ary 2010 The Alabama Hispanic Baptist Bible Institute began with 24 students.  A second year 

of study was added in January 2011.  Nineteen students are in the second year program and 10 

are in the first year. Our students study theology, ethics, church history, counseling, preaching, 

Christian education, evangelism, missions, and church planting.  They are required to do field 

work to apply what they are learning.  Students are involved in church planting, starting new 

Bible studies, and leading ministries in churches among other things.  Graduation this year will 

be November 19th with second year students graduating with a diploma and first year students 

receiving a certificate in ministry.  In 2012 we will add the third year of studies to the first two 

to complete the three year program of studies at the Institute.

Greetings from the Calhoun County Jail Ministry! 

 

In the past year, the CCJM has continued to work to provide all inmates with the message that our Lord and Savior 

Jesus Christ is the only way to improve their futures. 

 

The following denotes actions resulting from October 15, 2010, through September 12, 2011: 

 

240 inmates were baptized from October 1, 2010 through September 12, 2011 (Note: From January 1, 2009 

through present a total of 640 inmates have been baptized) 

 

25 inmates were delivered death notices by the chaplain this year 

 

All inmate sections received one/two spiritual services and/or visits per week by the chaplain and support vol-

unteers 

 

Numerous individual telephone calls were made to family members on behalf of inmates regarding special 

needs, etc. 

 

1,450 indigent care packages consisting of shampoo, soap, deodorant, loose-leaf paper, envelopes, pens, 

stamps, and Christian tracts were distributed 

 

The women have viewed several Christian movies such as The Passion of the Christ, Fly Wheel, and others 

coupled with weekly praise and worship sessions 

 

Every effort is made for men and women continue to receive one-on-one personal Christian Counseling each 

week 

 

Additionally, many deputies and law enforcement officers continue to seek special prayer sessions and guidance 

 

I am pleased to report that Sheriff Larry Amerson sponsored my attending the National Sheriffôs Association 

in June and was invited to become an active member in the National Chaplainôs Committee.
